The 3 P's B4 U Ride

The start of the riding season brings with it preparation that we shouldn't over look. What better way than
taking a page out of GWRRA's Advance Riding Course known as the 3-P's, (Proper You, Proper Gear
and Proper Equipment). For the beginning of the season we can think of it as prepare . Prepare yourself,
your gear and your equipment.

Prepare Yourself BAre you ready for the riding season to begin? Has anything changed to warrant

updating your's or your co-rider's health history form? Is it still legible? If you take any medications are
they listed? Is it still stored in the left front compartment? Do we need to bPne tune ourselves a little?.

Light to moderate stretching prior to riding, will help warm up those muscles.

Prepare your Gear D Now is a good time to look over your gear. What condition is it in? Are any of the
seams or stitching frayed? Was it washed when you put it away, and need a water repellent reapplied for
those light misty rains we sometimes ride in? The same goes with your riding boots. Some riding
garments have a tendency to shrink when not worn for an extended period of time, and waiting for the
Prst ride of the season to try them on will add frustration in your life.

Prepare your Equipment D Pull out your T-CLOC form and do a thorough check. Should you need help
with some of the basic maintenance we have Tech Day coming up Saturday, May 8. If you need help
with something, make arrangements with other Chapter Members to help before Tech Day arrives.

Each new riding season we each become a little more seasoned. Let's not become complacent by

overlooking the little details when we prepare for this riding season.

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Tire Talk
by Don Hollister

We have all heard that we should check our tires frequently. But each of us may interpret the meaning
of the word OfrequentlyO in a ddrent way. So each of us has to determine how often we will check our
tires for the following hazards.

Are the tire sizes recommended by the motorcycle manufacturer? Riders should never experiment
with other sizes and never, never install a car tire.

Check the manufactured date of the tire. A tire hardens as it ages due to a process called out-gassing
and starts losing it's ability to stick to the road. A three year old tire should be a candidate for
replacement and a six year old tire should not be used at all.

How about the valve stem? When it is wiggled, does it lose air? For the angled stems; is the Okeeper"
installed correctly? Without a OkeeperO the centrifugal force and wind may cause it to fail.

Tires should be rolled to inspect for bulges, 3at spots, uneven wear, distance before wear bars
indicate replacement, and, foreign objects embedded in the tread that may pierce the carcass.

It would be wise if all riders checked their tire pressures at least once a week. Tires will lose air even
though there are no leaks. Tire pressure will change one psi for every ten degrees of ambient
temperature.

The outside tread of a motorcycle tire is made with a softer rubber compound than the center of the tire
so an under-infRated tire, besides not handling well, will wear the outside rubber prematurely and will
also build excessive heat that may cause the tire to fail.

An overinfZated tire will not stick to the pavement as well and may also cause undesirable handling
characteristics as well as putting a strain on suspension.
